One course in World Theatre, i.e. non-western theatrical traditions, e.g. THTR UN3154, THTR
UN3155, THTR UN3156.

One course in Drama, Theatre, and Performance Theories, e.g. THTR UN3165, THTR UN3166,
ENTA W3701.

One course in Shakespeare*

Two courses in Drama, Theatre, and/or Performance Studies taken in the Theatre
Department (such as THTR UN3167) or in another department (such as CPLS G4152) with
advisor's approval. A comprehensive list of courses fulfilling this requirement can be found on
our website; other courses must be approved by Theatre Department Chair.

* Either the Shakespeare course or one of these two courses must be a seminar.

One course in Acting, e.g. THTR UN3004, UN3005, UN3006, or UN3007. Auditions are required
for all Acting courses. Auditions take place the first Tuesday and Wednesday of each semester.
See theatre.barnard.edu/auditions/ for full details on how to audition.

One course in Directing: THTR UN3200, UN3201, or UN3202; UN3203 may be counted if not
counted toward Design. (Production Crew is required, prior to or concurrent with Directing.)

One course in Design: THTR UN3401, UN3402, UN3403, UN3404, UN3405, or UN3406;
UN3203 may be counted if not counted toward Directing.

Required for students undertaking a Performance thesis:
e One crew position Backstage (e.g. board operator, run crew, wardrobe, build crew)
e Onein Pre-Production (e.g. prop master, paint charge, assistant technical director)

Offered every semester. Stage Manager or Assistant Stage Manager fulfills both requirements.

Two additional courses that continue work in the area of the concentration for the Senior
Thesis (e.g. UN3300 for students wishing to undertake a Senior Thesis in Playwriting).

One Senior Thesis, either THTR UN3997 — Performance (Acting, Design, Directing,
Dramaturgy, Playwriting, Solo Performance) or THTR UN3998 — Research.
